Monday 25th October - Overall Executive Meeting in Coleraine. Met with Ciarnan along with other students in Coleraine, he spoke about organising the Protest in Stormont on the 1st November, giving us ideas on what to do and how to organise ourselves for the protest in such short time.
Tuesday 26th October – Met with Maeve McLaughlin Glen Development Residents Group, spoke to her about the future campaigns I want to run within the residential areas, ‘Love thy neighbour.’ Terry from the Northland Warden Group called in to the office with information also for the packs. She gave me information that I can input into the goodie bag I intend to hand out to the residents before Halloween. Student Shout, gathering students to go to Stormont.
Wednesday 27th October – I met Colin with my yearly plan and went over topics for Student Union forum. Attended a Stop Hate Crime Launch in the PSNI Station, strand road. This was very informative meeting. The outcome of this meeting was to allow students to know there is a system where they can register online if they witnessed or got attacked within the city. I thought this would be a great site to have linked on our website. I had an emergency meeting with the Site Executive and General Council Members to get them to help me with the Love Thy Neighbour and the protest.
Thursday 28th October – I sent a global email about the Fees Protest and Love Thy neighbour this Halloween to all students at Magee campus. I attended Student Union and University Forum in Jordanstown. Packed goodie bags for the Love Thy Neighbour campaign, I got help from the Site Executive and Rachel to go around the residents where most students live near. This was a great opportunity to meet the wider community and to take on board their problems or requests. All in all the general consent was everything was great and there has been no major problems this Semester.
Friday 29th October – Following the Forum meeting I redesigned the Student Shout table (Car park poster) to allow the students can go online and use the share lift website, to reduce car parking problems. I sat in on the Staffing Meeting a long side other full time staff within the Students Union about the Governance Review.
