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Officer Report

Since the last Overall Executive I have achieved the following: (include here attendance at meetings/events, campaigns carried out etc and the outcomes for students) 
Wednesday 26th January – Attended Staffing meeting, OE  and Senate in Jordanstown.

Thursday 27th January -  Spent a lot of time with the other VPs deciding where Mystery Tour was going!  

David Flynn and I spoke to the Dance Society Committee members ironing out a few ongoing issues. The outcomes from this meeting were that the committee members gained some valuable information with regards to roles and responsibilities.
General Council via video conference at Magee only had two members that could attend. We didn’t meat quorum so no executive decisions could be made. There was great discussion with regards to election information and Sports Union.
 I held a Societies Meeting in The Bunker Bar, committee members from five societies turned up. I discussed with them that it was very important to send me their committee members details, alongside membership details and get their budget forms in to me before Friday 4th Feb at 4pm. Creative Arts, Irish Political Debating Society and Dance society got constituted and the members had gave everyone their up dates on what they have planned for the rest of the semester. This was a great chance for societies to help each other out and let everyone know what was coming up. I mentioned that I would like to get all societies on board for RAG week and get a team sorted for Dodge ball and get involved throughout the week.
Friday 28th January – We eventually came to the decision of where the Mystery Tour was going. I got organised and carried out things for the Mystery Tour Risk Assessment. I updated the social networking sites with RAG activities and organised things for the student shout campaigns next week.
Monday 31st January – I emailed all of the societies reminding them to get their budget forms, membership lists and committee member contact details into me before Friday, otherwise they will not receive any funding from the Society budget.
I contacted Partridge Peartree and Carnroe Supplies inquiring about Site Executive Hoodies. I got prices from both and Carnroe could supply us with the better deal for 12 hoodies at £26.

I enquired about the Smoking Area to see if there was any news with regards to the pricing of one yet. Colin was to contact the Estates Manager again and put pressure on him as we promised students the smoking area would be erected early Semester 2.

I met with Deirdre Heenan to speak about a Bullying and Harassment incident between two Magee students that originated from the University grounds and Students Union bar and spiralled out of control off campus and police have got involved. We agreed that the University and Students need to get together and make the Bullying and Harassment internal system known to students before they contact the police. Deirdre Heenan also expressed her concern that she was talking to VP Coleraine and he arranged the Fair trade Fair for Coleraine and Belfast and didn’t mention Magee and wondered why, I explained I was unaware of this and that it was to take place last Semester however never worked out due to ill health to the lady that was to carry it out.

 I contacted Sean to question why this wasn’t happening at Magee and got the details of Wilma Hazlett to contact her myself with regards to the Fair Trade Fair at Magee and arrange a date.

David Flynn and I held a student shout enquiring about Sport at Magee, David spoke to the sports clubs at Magee and explained he is trying his best to improve things on the sports sides of things. There was a great response and students were concerned at how things were being run and that there is no support from the staff within the Sports Union.

David Flynn and I met with the Dance Society Member s and sat in on their General Meeting to see if all was going ok and things have improved after meeting with them last week. The Chairperson got on really well with great response from their members. The Society elected a new secretary and two members for the Committee to help out the Chair, Secretary and Treasurer. The outcomes from this meeting were that I feel this should have been followed through from the start of the year, for myself, sports president or HR Manager to sit in on committee meetings to see if everyone knows how to carry out society meetings and make them aware of the roles and responsibilities of each member.

Tuesday 1st February – I emailed Wilma Hazlett and arranged a date to have the Fair Trade Fair at Magee.

The Overall President was on campus, which was great to see so students could see him active on Magee campus. Adrian elected me on to the Employability sub committee as I do not sit on any University Committees.

I booked the buses for Mystery Tour making sure we got a reasonable price. I send Paul ideas and the list of activities for RAG week so we could get these printed as soon as possible to let students know what was happening at Magee for RAG week.

I dealt with several students throughout the day, many being involved with Societies, Music, Traditional Music and LGBT. Helping them with budget forms, organising events and helping LGBT to get set up and arrange their first meeting. I dealt with a housing complaint whereby a student was very stressed and worried.

The Brand Ambassador and Site Executive helped out with the Student Shout campaign, targeting students that travelled to University every day and question were they aware of the Students Union, for those that were unaware they got greatly informed about Rachel and I, where we were based and what all we do on a day to day basis.

I met with the Site Executive group, with a great turn out we had a great chat about RAG activities, timetabling out who can help with each activity throughout the week. We finalised that we are happy to donate our RAG funds to Children’s Hospice NI, Foyle Epilepsy Action and Bike 2 Belarus. Also I got sizes of each member to pass on the Carnroe Supplies to get the order through for the hoodies for each member to start raising awareness of the Site Executive.

Wednesday 2nd February – Mystery Tour tickets went on sale. I ordered Site Executive Hoodies with Carnroe Supplies. I also spoke to the Traditional Music regarding a Conference that Magee is holding in a few weeks. I spoke to a student that was willing to help us set up an Organ Donation Awareness Day on campus on 21st March. I also spoke to a student willing to help us out with our Environment campaign next week as he has put a few suggestions regarding a cycle plan in Derry to the City Council.

Rachel and I attended the opening of the Bamford Centre of Mental Health and Wellbeing opened by the Permanent Secretary. This is a great opportunity for the University to have so valuable research can take place to help many in Northern Ireland with Mental Health problems.

I emailed Deirdre Heenan with regards to a Busk on campus so students can collect money whilst dancing and playing music at the Library, MD Building and Foyle Arts Building. The Acting Provost was happy for this to go ahead and wished us luck for the week.

I spoke to the CORE society to see if they were willing to help us out on Monday for the Fifa Competition for RAG week. They were happy to help and I just have to email them reminding them.

Thursday 3rd February – I received a number of Budget forms from Societies. I also got the site executive to help out with Student Shout asking students has the Students Union helped improve their University experience.

I contacted Ciarnan to see if a room needed booked for Regional Council, however Regional Council did not suit a number of officers so was then rescheduled until next Friday

Rachel and I attended our 360 degree Appraisal review at Jordanstown. This was a great opportunity to receive positive and critical information about people’s views on how I am getting as a sabbatical within the Students Union. I was very happy with my review and know now what I need to improve on and carry out as action points for the rest of the semester.
Friday 4th February – I contacted the PSNI and local community warden groups to inform them about the Mystery Tour and to have them on board when we return from the Mystery Tour on Tuesday. They were happy to help and said they will present for when students arrive home.
I sent requirements to Mystery Tour destination to finalise the Risk assessment.  I contacted all stewards for the Mystery Tour to arrange a meeting on Tuesday. I emailed the CORE society reminding them to see if they can help out during RAG week. I also put the finishing touches to the events that will happen on RAG week to the Social Networking site informing students what will be taking place and where the money raised will be going. I also sent out a global email to all staff and students letting them know RAG week will be taking place next week and what activities will take place and what charities we will be donating to.
I tried to get prizes sorted out for the Dodgeball competition, Fifa Competition and Raffle for Manic Monday.
